Hello from the Ministry and Personnel Committee (M & P Committee). Our committee has several duties but the 

primary one would be to act as a liaison between the staff at the church and the congregation.   

This year we welcomed three new members: Nancy Pike, Jean Nahachewsky, and Beth Williamson. This brings us 

up to a total of 6 members.

Refugee Sub-Committee Annual Report 

1. The Refugee Sub-Committee, a subset of the Outreach Committee, met frequently during 2010 to support 
the Al Juborri family in their ongoing integration into Canada.  The family are gradually settling in, have 
learned to cope with Canadian winters and are fully engaged in educational endeavours.  Isam has had 
frequent term positions during the past year allowing the family to support themselves during certain 
periods.  The parents, Isam and Najalla, have also been participating in upgrading and work readiness 
programs in the hope of eventually finding work in their fields as certified engineers.  Isam starting taking 
the three month ESL class at the Open Door Society in January while Najlaa Al-Hilali took the course Sept 
to Dec of 2010.  She is now working on a casual basis at the Coop Grocery store on 8th street while 
looking for other full time work.  Day to day life has not been without setbacks but they are generally a 
positive family and committed to their new life in Canada.

For the Year Ending December 31st 2010 

 
The projected budget for 2010 indicated an $84,000.00 shortfall of revenue to cover the expenses for the 

year. The year ended up only with an approximate shortfall of a $5,140.00. 

Part of the reasons for a significantly reduced shortfall than projected was that Payroll expenses were 
$19,000.00 lower than projected for 2010. Over $4,000.00 in Honorariums were not paid primarily due to vacant 
positions. There was also a significant reduction in part-time hours, particularly in the janitorial area, than was 
projected. 

The other fact was that there was $47,775.00 more in donations than was pledged for 2010. This has 
been a common trend over the last 4 years or longer, as many who donate on a regular basis do not make 
stewardship pledges each year. 

The summer contributions provided almost $8,000.00 in 2010, and this was part of the dollars that were 
donated. As well, the Chase the Clouds Away campaign provided almost $10,000.00 in addition to what was 
donated above.  

2011 brings a similar scenario as 2010 & 2009 did overall; building maintenance and utilities as well as
